ICD-11 stem codes are codes in a particular tabular list that can be used
alone. Stem codes may be entities or groupings of high relevance, or
clinical entities that should always be described as one entity.

The design of stem codes makes sure that in use cases that require only
one code per case a meaningful minimum of information is collected.

The stem codes of the ICD-11 are organized in 26 chapters that follow the
traditional pattern of ICD, relating to etiology, relevant organ system,
maternal status, perinatal status, external causes, and factors influencing
health status.
